PRACTICE YOUR SKILLS 
WHAT TO DO: 

Pick a time and outdoor place, and then watch birds for 15 minutes three separate times. 

HOW TO DO IT: 

1. Pick a date, time, and place (balcony, yard, park, etc.) for your bird watch.  
2. At the time you choose, start your 15-minute bird watch and record the birds you see in your chosen 

area during the 15-minute period. 
3. Repeat your bird watch on two more days (or as many as you wish—you can make copies of this form). 

Check the birds you saw during your 15-Minute Watch.  
(If you can’t CONFIDENTLY identify a species, just check the UNSURE box next to the species you think it is.)
